Luke 22:35 And he said unto them, When 1
sent you without purse, and scrip, and shoes,
lacked ye any thing? And they said, Nothing.
36 Then said he unto them, But now, he that
hath a purse, let him take it, and likewise his
scrip: and he that hath no sword, let him sell
his garment, and buy one.



Matthew 4:18 And Jesus, walking by the sea
of Galilee, saw two brethren, Simon called
Peter, and Andrew his brother, casting a net
into the sea: for they were fishers.
